“For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.” – Matt 6:21 

One day, Jesus was with a crowd. A person from the crowd asked Jesus for help 

because he and his brother disagreed about who should get certain things from their 

family after their parents passed away. This is called "inheritance.” But Jesus told the 

man that He is not a judge over this matter. Then, Jesus turned to the crowd and warned 

them to not be greedy, and that there’s more to life than having things. Jesus began to 

tell them a story that would help them understand Him better. In the story, there was a 

very rich man. He grew lots of food on his land. And he had so much food that he did not 

have a place to put it anymore, so he decided to build bigger barns to store the food. He 

planned to keep saving up food for a long time. But then God told the man something 

very shocking: You fool! Tonight I will take your soul from you. So, who would enjoy all 

that food now? Everything that man did for himself was pointless. Jesus was trying to 

teach an important lesson: Having a lot of things is not what is important. What is really 

important is that you have a relationship with God.
