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One day, a lawyer, meaning an expert in Jewish law, went up to Jesus and asked 

what he had to do to have eternal life. But instead of directly answering, Jesus asked the 

lawyer what the scripture says about this. The lawyer answered with the two greatest 

commandments: Love God and love others. Jesus agreed and told the lawyer that if he 

did these two things with all his heart, soul, strength, and mind, he would have eternal 

life! The lawyer asked another question: “Who is my neighbour?” Then, Jesus began to 

tell a story. In the story, two religious people, a priest and a Levite, passed by an injured 

man on the road but chose to ignore him. But then a Samaritan, someone considered an 

outsider to Jews, saw the dying man, and he treated and bandaged his wound. Then he 

put him on his own donkey and took him to an inn. After finishing the story, Jesus asked 

the lawyer who he thought was a good neighbor to the man. Of course, the lawyer said 

the Samaritan, the one who helped the man. So, Jesus told the lawyer to go out and help 

others like the Samaritan did. Are you showing compassion to those in need?
