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Moses’ father-in-law, Jethro, a priest of Midian, heard about the great things God 

had done for Moses and the Israelites. Moses had sent his wife and their sons to stay 

with Jethro. Jethro brought them back to Moses in the wilderness near the mountain of 

God. Moses was very happy to see them, welcomed Jethro warmly, and shared all the 

great things God had done. Jethro praised God for helping the Israelites. 

The next day, Jethro saw Moses acting as a judge for the people all day long. Moses 

explained that the people came to him with their problems, and he decided what was 

right based on God’s instructions. Jethro saw that this was too much for one person, so 

he advised Moses to teach the people God’s laws and choose trustworthy men to help 

him. These men would lead groups of many people, judging smaller cases while taking 

difficult ones to Moses. Moses followed Jethro’s advice, and it made his job easier and 

improved things for everyone. From this story, we can learn the importance of sharing 

responsibilities and listening to good advice.
